A high-level integrated & transnational study programme at MA level

A Master programme of excellence open to all disciplines

Delivered by an international consortium of HEIs from different
countries worldwide & other partners

Offering high-level scholarships to excellent students worldwide
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EMJM — main objectives

v  Support quality, innovation, excellence, internationalisation of HEIs
through academic cooperation within the EHEA and beyond

v Increase quality and attractiveness of the EHEA

v Support EU External Action in higher education

v Increase synergies between HE, innovation and research

v Improve competences, skills, employability of Master graduates

v Respond to societal and labour market needs
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What are the requirements of an EMJM?

- At application stage EMJM proposals must present fully developed joint study programmes,
ready to run and to be advertised worldwide after their selection.
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How does an EMJM look like?

What iIs an EMDM?

Short duration grant to support institutions in the set-up of a
new joint master programme in Europe (and beyond)

One beneficiary mobilising a group of other HEIs

Independent funding scheme from EMJM
(independent calls for proposals)




Expected outcomes of an EMDM (1) A

The jointly designed master should:

v Offer a fully integrated curriculum delivered by a consortium (involving
at least three HEIs from three different countries, of which at least two must
be EU Member States or third countries associated to the Programme)

v' Aim at attracting excellent students worldwide
v Include physical mobility for all recruited students

v’ Lead to either a Joint degree or multiple degrees




Expected outcomes of an EMDM (2) A

Joint mechanisms to be included in the design of the master programme:

v Joint programme design and joint procedures

v Joint administrative and financial management
v Common services offered to students

v Joint promotion and dissemination

v A draft joint Partnership and Student Agreement

v  Ajoint degree policy and launch of accreditation process

+ explore opportunities offered by the European Approach for Quality Assurance of
Joint Programmes (if national legislation allows)

For HEIs in EU Member States and third
countries associated to the Programme:

Fixed duration of 15 months

EU Grant:
fixed lump sum contribution of 55.000 Euros
