All children will be able to access any outdoor 
childcare and supervised activities. Parent and child groups, for the benefit of children aged under five years, can also 
take place outdoors with a limit of 15 attendees (children under five years of age and group facilitators do not count 
towards the attendee limit). Parent and child groups must be organised by a business, a charitable organisation or a 
public body.  The ‘stay at home’ rule will end, but many restrictions will remain in place.
