Extended professional development opportunities within and beyond the school to
support career development (including Early Careers Teachers)

Working in close collaboration with the Gloucestershire Schools Partnership of 38 local
schools, we offer a full support programme to all ECTs in addition to regular CPD.

Beyond the first years: we know that a teacher’s skills never stop developing and
champion effective professional development at all career stages. It is rewarding to
know that you are continually developing; we make sure we understand your
professional aspirations and help you to work towards those goals both at KPS and
beyond.

Performance related pay-progression

As part of our annual cycle of appraisals, teachers’ pay can be accelerated to recognise
exceptional performance when this is consistently achieved above their current pay -
scale. We know that teaching is a vocation, but we also recognise that other rewards
such as pay and the space to do the job well are important factors in valuing staff.

Over the past few years the school’s business manager has worked hard with our
leadership team to be in the position to ensure staff pay scales are fully aligned with
union recommendations.
