These
positions are responsible for: coordination activities, project evaluation, project
monitoring, CoC application activities, developing a CoC system, and HUD
compliance. Coordination activities and developing a CoC system are where
CoC staff spends most of their time by meeting with CoC members, attending
various regional meetings, reviewing and implementing policies and
procedures, and collaborating with agencies across the state to identify and fill
gaps in our system. Project monitoring in 2022 will take place in October in
person at each funded agency in conjunction with the Homeless Management
Information System Lead Agency (HMIS LA).

2. Describe the estimated schedule for the proposed activities, the management
plan, and the method for assuring effective and timely completion of all work.

1.CoC coordination activities are a daily task of CoC staff. CoC staff work with
the Membership, Board, and committees on a community-wide process and
strategies for ending homelessness, as well as identifying resources that are
available to meet that goal. At a minimum, CoC staff engage in planning with
the Board monthly, quarterly with the Membership, and various committee
meetings throughout the year. Other work includes leading the ND Interagency
Council on Homelessness and partnering with the ND Olmstead Commission,
the National Academy for State Health Policy, HOME and HOME-ARP funds,
regional/local homeless coalitions and their committees, and priority list
manager for the statewide coordinated entry system. In 2021, North Dakota
received the Youth Homelessness Demonstration Program (YHDP) grant. The
YHDP Planning grant is currently being used to help fund CoC staff time, in
2023, those funds will be unavailable and all CoC staff time dedicated to YHDP
will have to be funded by other funding sources.

2.Project evaluation is done throughout the year in conjunction with the ESG
program that is administered by the ND Department of Commerce. This
includes, but is not limited to, reviewing data quality, completeness, and
timeliness with the HMIS LA, Annual Performance Reports, Point-in-Time and
Housing Inventory Counts, Longitudinal System Analysis, Racial Equity
Analysis, System Performance Measures, and spending reports.

3.Project monitoring for the CoC is new in 2022. A Monitoring Plan was
developed and approved by the CoC Board and Membership in 2021. All
funded agencies are being monitored in person in 2022.

4.CoC application activities are completed in conjunction with the deadline
provided in the CoC NOFO. The CoC Coordinator develops a timeline based on
HUD deadlines to ensure a complete Collaborative Application is submitted to
HUD on time. The Rating and Ranking Committee assists in the review and
ranking of project applications and the creation of the Priority Listing. The CoC
Board and Membership will vote on all required aspects of the Collaborative
Application before it is submitted to HUD.

5.Developing the CoC system is ongoing throughout the year and includes the
recruitment of new CoC members, developing and implementing a coordinated
entry system, reviewing all CoC policies and procedures annually, and
partnering with current CoC members to ensure that we are providing the best
services possible for individuals and families experiencing homelessness or at
risk of becoming homeless. North Dakota continues to build HMIS capacity and
the coordinated entry system across the state.

6.HUD compliance includes reviewing the Interim Rule on an annual basis to
ensure that the ND-500 CoC meets all the required mandates, organizing the
annual Point-in-Time and Housing Inventory Counts, and working with the HMIS
LA to ensure all reports are submitted to HUD on time.

The CoC Coordinator works with the Board, HMIS LA, and Membership to
ensure effective and timely completion of all work.

3. How will the requested funds improve or maintain the CoC's ability to
evaluate the outcome of CoC and ESG projects?
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The CoC staff works in conjunction with the CoC Board and HMIS Lead Agency
on project monitoring as well as data completeness, quality, and timeliness. A
Monitoring Plan was developed and approved by the CoC Board and
Membership in 2021. By monitoring CoC and YHDP (new in 2022) funded
projects, we will be able to assist programs in identifying areas that are lacking
and allow them the opportunity to improve their performance. The ND CoC
works with the ND Department of Commerce to review ESG project applications
and monitor projects as requested. By monitoring our projects, working with our
committees and regional coalitions, we are better able to understand the gaps
in our communities and reallocate funds as needed.
