3-club Competition, Sunday 21 September 2025. 

 Twenty-four players took part in this tenth edition of the event which was played in good 
golfing conditions following a downpour just before tee-off. Players were allowed to play with only 
three clubs (the putter is a club). The format was Stableford and all played from the red tees. 
 Besides the individual competition there was a 3-player team competition each team 
representing a planet in the solar system. The teams had approximately equal average handicaps. 
 As usual we had nearies of some form on every hole, including closest to centrelines down 
the fairways on holes 7 and 8. 
 Nearies were won by Ton on 1 and 4, Beatrice on 2, Robert on 5, Ben on 6, Graeme on 7, 
Joe on 8 and Raffaele on 9.  Disappointingly, no one hit the green in 2 strokes on hole 3. 
 In the individual event, third place was claimed by Ton with 35 points with a worse back 
nine than Joe in second place but they were eclipsed by Rob with a magnificent 40 points, the 
second highest score in the history of the competition. The overall average score was 28.4 points. 
  On the basis of the average points score (plus 0.5 points for each nearie) team Jupiter were 
the winners with 33.3 points, a mere 0.1 point ahead of team Uranus. Pretty close! 
 Our thanks to Kim behind the bar whose friendly efficiency kept us plied with food and 
drink afterwards.
