More than 5,000 Killed in Iraqi
Bombing and Gas Attack on

Liberated Kurdish Town
Reprint Frun New Trcnd VoL 11, No. I March 1988

By March 16, the Islamic
army of Iran had liberated anoth-
er 40 square territories of Kurd-
ish territory in the kaqi province
of Salaimaniya. The town of
Khormal, 6 miles inside ttre haqi
border, was the frst to fall, foi-
lowed by the towns of Halabja
and Dojaila. The Kurdish peo-
ple, expecially in Halabja, wel-
comed the Iranians as liberators
and carried out jubilant celebra-
tions. A couple of days later,
waves of haqi jet bombers raid-
ed Halabja. They began with
high explosive bombs; then, as
the population fled, poison gas
was used by the lraqis. It ap-
pears from the affect on the vic-
tims' bodies that cyanide, mus-
tard, and other unidentified
nerve gases were used. The
people fled to the adjoining vil-
lages but then the haqis bombed
the villages as well. kan de-
nounced the massacre in infor-
mation released to the United
Nations. After the poison-gas
effects subsided, lran took for-
eign journalists into Halabja.

The scenes of carnage witnessed
by the joumalists have been re-
poned by all the wire seryices
but were hidden away in their
inside pages by most American
newspapen and were largely ig-
nored by the television net-
works. The following are ex-
cerpts from the report published
in the Baltimore Sun (March
24):
Halabja, Iraq. - Bodies lay
on the streets and in the rubble
of smashed buildings. Others
sprawled half out of cars. Dead
women clutched lifeless chil-
dren.....Doctors said the wax-
like appearance of some of the
colpses was due to cyanide poi-
soning. They looked like dolls.
The stench of death was over-
powering.....(Foreign journal-
ists) saw gruesome evidence of
wholesale destruction of }lalabia
and neighboring villages 6y
what looked like aerial bombard-
ment, with massive loss of life
among the mainly Kurdish pop-
ulation.

Before arriving in
the stricken ar€as, correspon-
dents had been issued gas masks
in case of further attack.....A
rniddle-aged man, dressed in a
shecpskin jacket, baggy trousers
and embroidered hat, one of a
handful of people still living on
the outskirts of the town, told re-
porters: "The kanians came here
and we welcomed them. Then,
about noon-time, the (kaq) bom-
bardment came. Everybody was
killed. I saw a cloud. I saw

gas." Monday (March 21) in
Tehran, the journalists inter-
viewed survivors. who bore
clear traces of gas poisoning, in-
cluding peeling skin and labored
breathing.....The United Na-
tions has alrcady accused haq of
using the outlawed weapons
against hanian roops. The level
of destmction in the center of
Halabja, with entire buildings
smashed to rubble and shop
fronts blown off, suggested that
high explosives had been used
as well.

A report on National Public
Radio (March 23) indicated that

According to a report in the
Baltimore Sun, (August 1 I,
1987), haq has launched an of-
fensive with 50,000 uoops
against the Kurdish population
of Nonhern Iraq. The Iraqi
forces are supported by tanks
and APCs and arc using aerial
bombardments, including liberal
use of chemicals, against Kurd-
ish villages. Acco,rding to an-
other source, hundreds of Kurds
uprooted from their homes have
fläd to turkey. A third repon
says that on August 5 and 6, ka-
qi planes dropped chemicals on
three Kurdish villages located in
kaq 6O miles from the Iranian
boriler.

0n August I, the United Na-
tions issued a 53-page report
confirmed that Iraqi forces used
chemicals in the assaults on Iran
"on an intpnsive scale." Howcv-
er the report referred in passing
to the Iraqi allegation that IIan
too had used chemicals and indi-
cated 9Iraqi soldiers who were
hurt. This led the media in the
U.S. to claim that the UN had
blamed both panies to the con-
flict.

Only hours after the UN re-
port was published, Iraq
bombed the Iranian Kurdish
town of Oshnavich (West
Azerbaijan). Nearly 1,700 civil-
ians were injured in the attack.

In many areas of northern
haq, the Kurds are fighting back
against the kaq offensive, and
latest news indicates that Iraa is
no longer making any headway.
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New Iraqi Chemical Attacks on Kurds

On October I I and again on
October 14, kaq launched chem-
ical attacks on defenseless lraqi
Kurds in the Bizeni region near
Kirkuk in haq. According to in-
fomntion provided to the French
paper Le Monde by Jalal Talaba-
ni, leader of the Patriotic Union
of Kurdistan (PUK), 59 Kurd-
ish civilians were killed in these
attacks.

Meanwhile the number of
Kurdish refugees in Turkey has
reached the 100,000 mark. The
Turkish government started fonc-
ing the refugees to return to kaq.
The refugees took the position
that they would rather die than
retum to Iraq. As a second re-
sort, Turkey is now sending
them to lran. In groups of
3,000 these refi.rgees are arriving

in lran. The number of Kurdish
refugees in Iran had reached
35,000 by October 25. Mean-
while in some of the refugee
camps in Turkey, thc frst cold
wave of the winter has taken toll
of Kurdish children. One doctor
reports the death of 65 children
in the Yuksekoya camp alone.
Diseases have also started
spreading and 91 Kurds have
died of various diseases in thc
camps according to Turkish
sources.

Meanwhile Reuter reported
the findings of three American
doctors who interviewed refu-
gees and looked at their injuries
in at camps in Diyarbakir and
Mardin (Turkey). Thesc doctors

HALABJA AND F'ATE OF THE KURDS
Rcprltrt frorn ISLAM IN AMERICA, Dec. l2 & 19, l9tt

An event which has been de-
scribed as the "Hiroshima of
1988" took place on March 17,
1988. The site was the ancient
Kurdish city of Halabja on the
Iraqi side of the Iran-Iraq bor-
der. The occasion was what has
been reported as the first wide-
spread use of poison gas against
civilians since World War Two.
Three waves of Iraqi jets
dropped cyanide and mustard
gas, leaving over 5000. dead,
most of them women and chil-
dren.

The Kurds have been dir€ct vic-
tims of the senseless lran-Iraq war,
a conflagration which has con-
sumed over a million lives in the
past eight years. Tens of thousands
of Kurds have died, with many
hundreds of thousands displaced.
Thousands of villages have been
destroyed and chernical weapons
have been used repeatedly.

As the IranJraq war has ground
down 1o a cease-fire, the misfor-
tunes of the Kurds actually have in-
tensified. The Iraqi regime has
launched waves of mass extermina-
tion against Kurdish villages, entail-

ing chemical and conventional bom-
bardment as well as the wholesale
murder of Kurdish villagers. Upon
the cessation of direct hostilities
with Iran, the fascist-style dictator-
ship of Iraqi ruler Saddmt Hussein
has tumed its att€ntion Io lesuming
a systematic campaign of genocide
agains the Kurds.

As over one hundred thousands
gathered at the Iraqi-Turtish frcn-
tier seeking refuge from their tor-
mentors, the Iraqi regime continued
using chemical weapons to annihi-
late the Kurds and destroy ttteir vil-
lages. The pliglrt of those Kurds
driven out of their homes continues
o be precarious. The Turkish gov-
ernment, femciously repressive !o-
wards a people whom they deem as
officially non-existent and whose
every cultural, social or political ex-
pression they ruthlessly forbid and
suppress,

is unlikely to tolerate the presence
ofthe Kurds tom Iraq, who aß in-
clined to fralemiz€ with their breth-
em on the T\rkish side of the fron-
tier.

Any move to unite all sec-
tions of Kurdistan is a threat to
all of the present overlords of
Kurdistan, The Iranians denied
"their" Kurds any semblance of
political, civil or educational
rights, savagely anacking them
in the early years of revolution.
Khalkhali executed many inno-
cent Kurds. Thev nontheless
benefitted ftom Klfoish suppon
during thc war and shocked eve-
ryone when they completely
abandoned their Kurdish allies
in haq and lcft them at the m€rcy
of Saddam, the Tenible! without
making their safety and their hu-
man rights a pan of agenda for
peace discussions.

Turkey has been occupied
with putting down a popular
Kurdish in surrection for many
years, and has been roundly
condemned by Amnesty Intema-
tional for its widespread use of
tmnre, particularly at Diyarbakir
pnson.

The attack on Halabja attract-
ed world-wide attention and
earned universal condenmation
of the haqi govemment, thanks
to the young Iranian forces who
publicized t}te crime and rescued
some of its victims. Amnestv
lntemational and the Intemation-
al Red Cross issued srong de-
nunciation of this holocaust
which was a ghastly example of
the continuing plight of the
Kurdish people in their own
homeland.

The United States House and
Senate voted for sanctions asainst
Iraq for its use of chemicals In rhe
most recent attacks which took
p-lace beginning in lale August. In
these most rccent raids manv thou-
sands have perished, "up ö hun-
drcds of thousands" accordins to a
U.S. Foreign Relations ComÄittee
rcpoIt.

Complete silence of the
USSR and its satellite organiza-
tions around the world is as
shocking to the Muslim Kurds
as it is disrurbing and demmaliz-
ing to the so called free thinkers
and leftist revolutionaries.

The Kurds number over
twenty million people and pos-
sess distinctive language, cul-
ture, customs and social life,
have long hisory of resistance to
invaders and occupying powers.

Through it all, in spitc of numerous
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attempts at genocide up to the
present time, ttrey have maintained
iheir presence in their ancestral
homeland for thousands of years.

The use of chemical warfare,
barmed by intemational agrcement
since 1925. has attracted world-
wide attention. Expressions of pro-
test have been forthcoming from
poliricians, human rights groups,
iocial and religious organizations
and prominenr personalities of vari-
ous kinds. The transmission oftel-
evision results of the Halabja mas-
sacre have been implanted in the
consciousness of hundreds of mil-
lions.

This is a critical juncture in the
history of the Kurds. Lacking in
polirical, economic, social, cultural
-and 

human rights, besieged by de-
spotic dictatorships and isolated in
the equations of iirtemational poli-
tics, the Kurds must do all they can
to preserve tlrcir very existence, to
secure protection from a genocide
which threatens them relendessly,
to gain intemational rccognition and
suppon, and to securc assistance in
tlrc attainment of the most basic hu-
man rights as recognized by the
United Nations. The Kurds seek to
generate friendship and solidari-
ty with all those interested in the
pursuit of peace and justice.

The Kurdish Cultural Center
(San Diego) is a non-sectarian cul-
tural. educational and infomtational
non-profit organizations which
serves as a unifying cultural link

among the Kurds, a source of
cultural porgmms and materials,
a producer of plograms and events
desisned to inform and educate
thod interested in Kurdish develop
ments, a provider of sPeakers and
materials to entities seeking infor-
mation on the Kurds, and an advo-
cate of basic human and cultural
rights for the Kr.rrds in all appmpri-
ate contexts and rormals.

However, PIK is
convinced that the time has corne
for all Kurds to reconsider their
own material, spiritual and hu-
rnan rcsources and quit relying
on the left and right, since no
one helps the Kurds without ul-
terior motives and the entire 20th
century is full of examples.
Furthermore, even small efforts
that are exerted in unity and for -

the sake of Allah will be blessed
and crowned with success both
here and in the hereafter.
