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Special Report

Kurdish refugees, living in Kuwayteh, Pakistan, held a peaceful demonstration
in front of the United Nations building in Kuwayteh. The participants numbered
more than 1600, including men, women, and children.

Demonstrators asked for the U.N. to pay more attention to their situation—their
human rights and their safety.

Even though it was raining and very cold, the protest lasted three days and nights.
A list of the demonstrators’ requests was sent to the local UN office. It included
the request to be moved from Kuwayteh city for the following reasons:

1) personal safety
2) for better living conditions for 600 children & youths
3) the desire to be in Islamabad

Sad to say, after the 3 days of protest, the requests were denied. Police came and
arrested 180 refugees —among them 40 who had been on a hunger strike, including
15 Kurdish women refugees.

We feel that the U.N. failed to do their duty towards these refugees from oppres-
sion and poison gas in Iraq.

We urge all people, and human rights organizations, to take care of the Kurdish
refugees, and treat them as well as other refugees have been treated.

Part 3: Removing the
Current Borders

One of the ironies of the in-
vasion of Kuwait by the forces
of Saddam on August 2, 1990,
is related to the current borders
between the countries of the
Middle East. The invasion has
touched the sentiments of many
Muslims, and it has rekindled
their longing for a say in their
own affairs. Let us discuss the
facts and the issues related to
this point.

3.1 Historical Facts: Ex-
cept for some borders demarcat-
ing Iran, that had come about in
the earlier times at the conclu-
sion of wars and subsequent
treaties between the Ottoman
sultans and the Shahs of Iran,
most other borders of the Mus-
lirn world today were the result
of the foreign intervention. Sev-
eral aspects of this foreign inter-
vention has bothered the local
people the most. For example,
large populations such as the
Kurds and Arabs have been sec-
tioned off into smaller nation-
states with little or no justifica-
tion, permanently prevented
from reuniting. But in places
like Syria, Turkey, Iraq, and
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elsewhere, where many distinct
groups of people live, artificial
unity has been imposed on
them. In some of these states,
minorities have been imposed,
with help from outside, on the
majority population.

3.2 The Ruling Class: In
many of these nation-states,
most of which are maintained
and administered under tight aun-
tocracies, rulers are in no way
responsive to the needs of the
local people, nor are they elected
into office by their vote. Many
of these current rulers are trained
and programmed by their west-

ern masters and they only play
roles, like puppets that move
with strings attached to their
limbs. In this view, all the ac-
tions of the rulers in the Middle
East, ever since the collapse of
the Ottomans, have been per-
ceived by the masses as having
their origins outside the region!

All their actions, therefore, have
been viewed with great suspi-
cion. People remain cautious for
a while to find out from where
each action is supported before
they give their own support or
make a clear opposition to them.

In the back of everyone's mind,
however, there is a lingering de-
sire and a wish to be able to
handle their own affairs and to
provide local solutions for local
problems.



3.3 Artificial Borders: One
of the most important local prob-
lems is the problem of borders.
The people of the Middle East
and the Muslim people in gener-
al, do not like these borders, es-
pecially when they limit every-
one from moving about, and the
situation gets worse as the years
go by. On the one hand, Mus-
lims can travel with relative ease
(except some Arabs and, recent-
ly, the Iranians) throughout the
world. They can travel to Eu-
rope and Americas much easier
than they can cross a Middle
Eastern border. The texture of
society, on the other hand, is
such that parts of the extended
families live across some of
these borders. This has compli-
cated life for the people. There
is a deliberate attempt at alienat-
ing populations from one anoth-
er.

Especially when one compares
this situation with that of the past
centuries, the pain of cofinement
increases. when a traveler like
Ibn Batouta could set out from-
North Africa and, by his availa-
ble means, go all the way to Chi-
na without ever being required to
present a document and, tody,
no one can go from Morocco to
even as far as Tunisia without
preseting a number of docu-
ments, one begins to guestion
the efficacy of the modern states
and whether they actually have
made peoples lives easier! Fur-
thermore, the Muslims living in

this region prefer to unite under
the banner of their faith that they
consider to be far more impor-
tant than artificial factors making
up the cohesion of other peo-
ples.

3.3 Similarity of the Ber-
lin wall: Many Muslims think
of these borders as the "Berlin
Wall." they feel that they should
be able, and allowed to, remove
them at will, like the Germans.
They argue that most Muslims
are sufficienty close together by
religion and culture to remove
thier artifial borderlines and
form a united ummah. Based on
this feeling, and on this aspira-
tion, they have presnted argu-
ments to justify the invasion of
Kuwait by Iraq. What these
Muslims have failed to realize is
the manner in which the borders
were removed. Whereas in Ger-
many " the Wall " came down
by the will of people who came
into mutual agreement on both
sides and under the auspices of
the world powers, the border
between Kuwait and Iraq was
removd by an invasion . . . a
forceful entry with considerable
human suffering. It certainly
was not condoned by any coun-
try, either. The initial opposi-
tion of the world community
was not entirely coerced by the
United States.

3.4 Islamization:; Some
Muslimes argue; that after re-
moving the borders, it shoud be



gasier to activate the Muslims
and, by a peaceful process sim-
ilar to Jordan and Algeria, Is-
lamize the political arena. This
is a very wishfull thinking be-
cause if the two states of Kuwait
and Iraq could not be Islamized
independently, winning over a
combined system that is brutally
kept under control of a strong,
ungodly government would be

far more difficult. If the underly-
ing aim of uniftcation were to
actually bring the Muslims to-
gether and better mobilize them
under the banner of Islam, then
it would be different. But in that
case, the process also would
take a more humane route than
invasion.

3.5 How Can Muslims
Unite ?: If Muslims like to re-
move the borders that keep them
apart, the Muslims have to learn
how to get along with each oth-
er. They must plan for unifica-
tion and work out all the ques-
tions related to each side in an
atmosphere of mutual respect
and genuine fraternal feelings.
No one should impose himself
or his will on the rest. In fact,
according to the authentic tradi-
tions of prophet Muhammad
{peace be upon him }, whoever
seeks to impose his rule must be
automatically disqualified. In
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Islam, rulers must be acceptable.
Furthermore, the Muslim unity
must be tor the sole purpose of
establishing Islamic conduct
based on the unifying guidance
of the Qur'an, the book of
Allah, and the life exaple of the
Messenger of Allah . . . not on
such doctrines that further frag-
ment the Muslim ummah.

Saddam's recent reffernces to
jihad and protection of holiest
places of Islam were only to
gain the sympathy and support
from the innocent masses of the
Muslims for his personal and
party ambitions. He has not for-
mally denouced the manifesto of
the Ba'ath party yet! Aslong as
this party rules Iraq, and as long
as Sadam is a member of it, the
entire machinery of the Iraqi
government runs according to
the "ignorance” of Michel Aflaq

. . not according to the guid-
ance of Islam. Any attempt at
unification based on that doc-
trine only leads the Muslims to
more corruption, deeper divi-
sions, and increased bloodshed.

Kurds and Media

In recent months, Kurdistan has
been mentioned in the U.S. media
more than ever before. Here are
some of the noteworthy items we've
seen.

On C-span two journalists debated
the Gulf War. Br Serwan called the
show and brought up the Kurdish
situation. As this topic was discuss-
ed both journalists (from the left and
from the right politically) agreed that
the U.S. policy on the Kurds in the
past was the most cynical of all U.S.
policies. It was acknowledged that
the Kurds had been given just
enough aid to create a problem for
the Iraqi regime and specifically not
enough aid to ever be successful in
their struggle against oppression.

Another journalist/commentator
on C-Span at another time stated that
the U.S. owed the Kurds an apology
for their part in Kurdish suffering.

On his show, Phil Donahue asked
what history will say about us when
we have so many troops in the area
now, and yet we hold back from giv-
ing aid to the Kurds, other than
shooting down fixed-wing airplanes.
He said that these are the people who
were gassed! and now they’re almost
toppling Saddam! But we may let
him defeat them again, by our refusal
0 come to their help.

Peter Arnett said that the Kurds
and/or the U.S. should request that
the United Nations issue a resolution
supporting self-government for the
Kurds so that the U.S. would have

a legal basis for helping the Kurds.
(This was also on the Phil Donahue
Show)

On Nightline, Ted Koppel had
several political advisors discuss the
Kurdish sitnation. One of them said
that the Kurds had a good chance of
receiving humanitarian aid from the
U.S.—and not much chance of
receiving recognition of their
“separateness”. The U.S. doesn’t want
10 see any changes on the world map.

A Saudi political analyst said that
the Saudis could not accept a Shiite
state in southern Irag, nor would
they even accept a Kurdish state in
northern Iraq. (from a radio
broadcast).

On a local radio show, Br. Serwan
asked why the U.S. didn'’t fight Sad-
dam when he gassed the Kurds
(5000 people in Halabcha)? This
would have been moral, he added.
The talk show moderator agreed that
it would have been better. He admit-
ted, “yes, it seems like we really
dont give a about those peo-
ple”

We ask our readers to take every
opportunity to bring up the Kurdish
situation in the local media, as well
as on radio and television call-in

“shows. Many senators and represen-

tatives are talking about the Kurds
now. We need to convince them to
make commitments to help (or at
least not hurt) the Kurds, and not just
to use the Kurds again to hurt so-
meone else.



Kurds and non-Kurds should write
to Senators & Congressmen to work
for the Kurds. Efforts should also be
made to gain support in the Jocal
Islamic centers for Kurds. Muslim
awareness of the oppression and
struggle of the Kurdish brethren has
been sadly lacking in the past. The
best way to remedy this problem is
through personal efforts at the local
level.

Please do what you can and let us
know of your activities. Others may
be inspired by your efforts. Insha
‘Allah we can have an impact.

PART 4 :
Related Major Conflicts

An issue that has come into fo-
cus as a result of the ivasion of
Kuwait--the Arab-Israeli con-
flict--has also gained Saddam
Hussein some reputation and
good sentiments from among the
Muslim masses in the Middle
East. Saddam demanded that
the Arab-Israeli conflict be ireat-
ed along with the Persian Gulf
Crisis. Let us discuss feelings
on this issue,

4.1 Historical Background
The Arab revolt against the Otio-
mans in the latter part of the 19th
century was instigated by the
British with a definite promise to
the Arab people. They were go-
ing to establish their own inde-
pendence over the Arab domi-
nated areas. But after the
infamous process of Balkaniza-
tion, the Ottoman domains, for
the most part, were inhabited by
Arabs.

The British and other European
powers who had just succeeded
in defeating the Ottomans in
World War I, were not going to
allow any new state in its place
that could even resemble its
power or had any potential to
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become one in a forseeable fu-
ture. The British occupiers
avoided fulfilling their main
promise to the Arabs, therefore,
in two issues of independence
and unity.

4.2 No Arab Unity. The
unity of the entire Arab popula-
tion was compromised to the
Allied forces who each esta-
blished their own claims over a
portion of the Ottoman lands.

Tunis, Algeria, Chad and syria
went under the French mandate.
under the French mandate. Lib-
ya, Ethiopia, and the Horn of
Africa under Italian mandate.

Morrocco, Muritania, and the
Sahara under the Spanish man-
date... Not ail these lands, of
course, were parts of the Otto-
man domain at the time, but even
the parts that were Ottoman do-
man and subsequently fell under
the British mandate were not al-
lowed to remain united. The Su-
dan and Egypt were treated sep-
arately from Asian parts. The
Arabian Peninsula, Transjordan,
andMesopotamia were initially
put under the rule of Sherrif of
Makkah and his sons, who were
the strongest allies of the British
and a main participant in the
Arab revolt, Right at this time,
however, when Abdul Aziz Al-
Saud, in collaboration with Mu-
hammad Bin Abdul Wahhab,
swept over the eastern and cen-



tral Arabia and established a new
rule over Najd and Hijaz, the
British, who did not even desire
the above three regions to main-
tain unity, quickly sided with
Abdul Aziz and recognized him
as king of a region that has been
officially called Saudi Arabia
ever since. The name itself was
quite foreign and distasteful to
the Muslims in general. It was
suggested, ironically, by
American Asvisors who initially
operated in the region in full col-
laboration with the British, but
gradually established their own
regions. of influence and eventu-
ally succeeded in replacing the
British rule.

The Arabian Peninsula was
further chopped up by the Brit-
ish who desired more permanent
control over the water ways such
as proximity of Eden, Yeman
and Suez Canal. Likewise, all
the coastal areas south and
southwest of the Persian Gulf
were placed under trusted local
Emirs. The overall population
of some of these areas did not
even reach one million, but
eventually they were all given
nation status. We now have Ku-
wait, Bahrain, Qatar, United
Arab Emirates, and Oman. They

all became members of the Unit-
ed all became members of the
United Nations, while the
Kurds, for example, who ex-
ceeded 25 million (a population
comparable to all the Arabian
Peninsula) did not get similar
privileges. The Armenians, the
Sherkasis, the Balouch, and

some other less known nationli-
ties were also neglected and/or
absorbed into the poor designs
of the British overlord. These
nationalities were fully op-
pressed by the new nation
states. As the British were
phased out and their mandate
came to an end, the causes of
these minority populations were
not taken up by forces that re-
placed the British in the region.
Frustration of all these people
mounted with passage of each
day.

4.3 Independence. The in-
dependence promised to the
Arabs was fulfilled only in part
and in phases. In a sizable por-
tion of the Middle East, British
domination has survived to date
in one shape or other. In parts
of the region domination has
been switched from British to
the American control. Even in
the small sections that political
domination of these two powers
have been taken over by the lo-
cal people, a great deal of eco-
nomic, education, and intelleciu-
al influences are still exercised
by the foreign powers. The
Arab people feel cheated. They
were conned into breaking away
from a Muslim rule (The Otto-
man Sultans) to make their liv-
ing condition better. However,
the majority have realized for
some time now that they have
not improved. They still do not
have a say in their own aftairs.
The only difference politically is
that they had to deal with one



government in Istanbul before
and they have to deal with many
less competent men and worst
bureaucrats in various capitals.
A concrete example is the rail-
road to Hijaz which was almost
complete almost com-
plete while the "sick” Ottomans
still had influence; but was never
completed thereafter under the
Arab rulers! Such are the affairs
that matter very much. The rest
is considered by the common
Muslims as whitewash and put-

ons! Bright titles that
ranged from "modern" to
"progressive" fooled no

one, All the talk about modern-
ization and progress amounts to
greater resentment since they did
not translate into real facilities
for the living conditons.

4.4 A dagger in the back.
In this context, and due to this
background, it is no wonder
why creation of Israel in the
heart of the area, where the zeal
for independence was maxi-
mum, was perceived as a dagger
in the back of the Arabs. Most
Muslims feel the same way, too.
Surely if the Arabs and the
Muslims had their say in their
own affairs, they would be the
most hospitable towards the
Jewish people. There are ample
historical data to prove this
claim. The most notable of
which includes the Muslim toler-
ance of the Jews in Spain during
the period of Inquisition. The
Jews were persecuted every-
where in Europe except among
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the Muslims whose tolerance
permitted the Jewish culture to
flourish.

But the idea of establishing a
home for the Jews in Palestine
was actually imposed on the
Arabs and was executed inspite
of local and international opposi-
tion of the Muslims. It was car-
ried out at the expense of the Pa-
lestinian people and their legal,
traditional and justifiable rights.
The local rulers became more
occupied with calming and pas-
sifying the local population rath-
er than reflecting their wishes in
any world forum. With these
effective local barriers, no one
cared to look at the views of the
people who were forcefully and
people who were torcetully and
brutally driven out of their
homes and their villages to make
room for the new comers. Most
of the new comers had no
attachment to the sacred
land other than what they
might have read in books
about it. The injustice was fur-
ther made complicated against
the Muslims by relying on the
views and the behaviors of the
rulers at the same time that the
aspirations of common people
were neglected. Most of these
rulers were despots removed
from their own societiers by for-
eign design and a deliberate pro-
cess of alienation.

4.5 UN Double Standard.
Today the United Nations is ful-
ly exposed as a result of the in-
vasion of Kuwait by [raq. Its



double standard has come into
the open. Everyone has realized
how repeated resolutions of this
international body in regards to
acquisition of land by force were
ignored for decades by Israel,
how annexation of parts of Jor-
dan, Syria, Egypt, and Lebanon-
-all original members of the UN
(except Jordan which joined De-
cember 14, 1955) was virtually
condoned for close to half a cen-
tury and no resolution was
passed throughout these decades
to authorize the UN members to
intervene and prevent further at-
trocities of the zionists! The
UN stood by as the massa-
cre of Dir Yassin was com-
mitted. The UN did not even
attempt to implement its own
watered-down resolution, let
alone commission a UN member
or a group of members to see o
it that the act would not be re-
peated! Likewise, when the un-
thinkable massacres at Sabra and
Shatilla were carried out, which
even Hitler would not undertake,
the UN resolutions remained as
mere sentences recorded on pa-
per.

The Muslims in general and
the Arab segment in particular
the Arab segment in particular
question the integrity of this
world body and feel justified to
ignore the barrage of resolutions
related to the invasion of Ku-
wait, or to look at it as another
discrimination against
Muslims, unless the UN turns
around and under the same pre-

text and gravity of invasion,
makes a serious attempt at en-
forcing the UN resolutions
against Israel also. Otherwise,
how can the UN justify its
promptness and resolve in
case of Kuwait if years
have passed and Arab ter-
ritories have remained un-
der Israeli occupation?
Those who try to pretend there
is no connection between the
two issues are hiding their own
heads under the sand! They can
not fool anyone. If acquisition
of land by force is to be con-
demned, justice demands its
condemnation everywhere, not
just in the vicinity of a certain
body of water! or oil reserves!

4.6 The US Double Stan.
dard. The UN double standard
is very likely a result of the US
double standard and greatly in-
fluenced by it. The US has been
gven more blunt and more per-
sistant.

For all its violations of UN
Standards, defiance of UN reso-
lutions, and violation of human
rights, deportation of Palestinian
citizens, acts of aggression
across neighboring and far off
boundaries, provocation of
peaceful worshippers, and insti- -
gation of riots, Israel stitl contin-
ues to receive generous subsid-
ies from the nearly bankrupt
United States' Treasury. But
this outstanding American gene-
rosity was reserved only for [s-
rael. I certainly do not advocate

2) It was an occasion in which
the grievances of the Kurds
about the world silence in the
face of crimes and attrocities
committed against Kurdish peo-
ple were stated and the unique
efforts of some congressmen
and other American officials
were acknowledged .

3) It provided a view of the
Kurdish sufferings through ar-
tistic works of Kurdish painters,
poets, musicians, and vocalists,
and an atmosphere of healthy
exercise for those who could
_li(oin the nngs of "Hal par

al‘
{various rhythms of Kurdish
dances),

4) Tt was best utillized also for
giving brief introductory infor-
mation about the occasion of
Newruz and its historical signifi-

cance based on fighting oppes-
sion and injustice .

However, in the following is-
sues the gathering fell short and
below expectations. KNC is ad-
vised to make serious efforts to
prevent their recurrence in future
activities.

1) The mention of Halabcha
was inadequte and calamity of
the use of chemical weapons
against the Kurds was not duly
emphasized. Had it not been
remedied by the remarks of the
invited vocalist, Halabcha would
have remained completely ig-
nored, or allusions to it would
have remained obscure and im-
plicit. This is a serious short-
coming for such a successful
gathering since the calamities
struck Halabcha only a week be-
fore Newruz in 1988, and this
was KNC's closest activity to its
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We delayed publication of
these obeservations in the
hope to receive a response
from KNC about the contents
which we could include as
well, however since no com-
ment has been received we go
ahead with its publication now
in the hope that KNC will not
repeat its mistakes on the next
Newruz especially in view of
the fact that for 3 years the
event will take place during

second anniversary . Kurds
must keep the memory of the use
of chemicals against the city of
Halabcha for many generations
and make such a case of it in the
world opinion that the world
never forgets it or allows it to
happen again .

2) Similarly, the gathering was
expected to observe all the de-
cency and honor that Muslim
Kurds usually observe in public
. Cocktails should have been
limited to soft drinks . Alcoholic
beverages should not have been
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served along with the lawful,
well prepared food, even to the
American guests who drove
home right after the occasion,
and certainly not to the Muslim
Kurds who were offended and
shocked and who will not return
to such gatherings unless they
are given clear assurances of no
future offense to their way of
life ! This is perhaps the most
serious point that KNC must ob-
serve, since this type of conduct
may easily prevent the KNC
front the benefits of its Muslim
well wishers and presence of its
Muslim supporters .
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U.S. government and
Isreal Collude in Gulf

reported to Prisedent Roosevelt

Hussein may be a despicable
tyrant -- or, this may be propa-
ganda * but he was deliberately
goaded into the Kuwait incur-
sion because Kuwait and Saundi
Arabia have vastly overproduced
oil for years (at U.S. insistence)
to keep the price ridiculously
low. The deflated price of oil has
not been good for America--
cheap oil has led to the danger-
ous pollution of our cities; We
should have developed alterna-
tive fuels and fuel efficient cars
years ago. We will soon go to
war ostensibly for oil, but the
war will cost FAR more than the
oil even if its price were quadru-
pled. Furthermore, billions will
now be poured into the "black

hole" of military "defence"
spending. there will be no
"peace divident" to pay for our
pressing social needs like health
care, education, the fight against
drugs etc.

This engineered “war" is spu-
riously being described as a

With Great power backing the
Zionists seized half of palestine
in 1948 and the remainder in
1967--thus fulfilling part of the
goals outlined by Hurley's re-
port to Roosevelt.

Gur admitted that Israel started
the war: " to fight it only on the
territory of the enemy "; and Is-
raeli air force commander Mor-
dicai Hod revealed that :
"SIXTEEN YEARS
PLLANNING had gone into
those initial eighty minutes” of
attack against the Arabs.
("Times", London, July 16,
1967) . U. S. collusion with Is-
rael was not made known until
TV "Frontline's" program --
"Israel : The Covert Connec-
tion”. On the program, Israeli
journalist Yossi Melman told the
American people what had been
hidden from them for twenty
two years: " the first to fire
were the Israelis, and the
Americans were persuaded by
the head of the Israeli secret ser-
vice service, the Mossad, who

met with the head of the C.I.A.
(Richard Helms) and through
this secret channel got the green
light of the administration to
start the war.” On "Frontline",
Israeli professor Benjamin Hal-
lahmi candidly remarked:
“Israel has had to persuade the
U.S. to do all sorts of things."
(One of those things was the se-
cret sale of weapons to Iran dur-
ing the Reagan administration to
raise money illegally for the con-
tras in Nicaragua, according to
Professor Hallahmi.)
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After the 67 war, Israeli De-
fense Minister Moshe Dayan
predicter: "after the present cease
- fire lines there will be new
ones. They will extend beyond
Jordan . . perhaps to Lebanon
and perhaps to central Syria as
well." ("Times”, London, June
25, 1969) Israel subsequently
invaded Lebanon in 1982:; and in
that same year an article entited
"A Strategy for Israel in the
1980s" in the Journal of the
World Zionist Organization stat-
ed: "The dissolution of Syria
and Iraq . . . as in Lebanon, is
[srael's primary target on the
Eastern front in the long run.
THE DISSOLUTION OF THE
MILITARY POWER of these
states serves as the primary
short-term target." ("The Hid-
den History of Sionism” by
Ralph Schoenman, p. 104) This
is what the U.S. is about to do
FOR ISRAEL. A quote from
the Israeli publication "Ha'aretz"
(Nov. 12, 1982) points to to-
day's events: "The U.S. is in-
terested in having us control the
whole Middle East. The Arabs
have no chance.” Today's
events were also forewarned in
an ad placed by prominent Jew-
ish Americans in "The Christian
Science Monitor" (March 3,
1988) : "We fear that unless
firm steps of disengagement
