PLANNING APPLICATIONS

1. Application for mixed use development with ground floor 40sq/m commercial unit for Class 3 use and 4no. 1 bed apartments on upper floors with roof terrace. at 5 West Tollcross.      This is the 3rd very similar application on the old West Tollcross Toilet site for a take-away with flats above. We objected to the first 2 and they were refused.

2. Application for Certificate of Lawfulness confirming its existing use as a restaurant and coffee shop (Class 3). at 39 Home Street Tollcross.  This is   W Squared coffee shop which previously was the Asian Food and Tea Bar Hana Koko.

3. Applications for STLs are not just for flats. The old police station/Armenian restaurant at 55 Abbey Hill and the Café opposite Bruntsfield primary school are both applying for short-term letting.

4. Expecting planning applications for Argyle House and Social Hub Hotel on Fountainbridge


PLANNING DECISIONS

1.  Armadillo Guest House. Application to convert dining-room into bedroom and 

remove kitchen, (in retrospect) at 12 Gilmore Place. This was refused. A common 

change applied for by bed and breakfasts. The following refused also.

Gilmore Place.
