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what is Tajweed?

The linguistic meaning of Tajweed is 'Betterment’.

The technical meaning of Tajweed is 'Articulating every
letter from its articulation point and giving the letter its
rights and dues of characteristic.

Rights of the letters are its required characteristics that
never leave it. The dues of the letters are its presented
characteristics that are present in it some of the time, and not
present at other times.
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IMPORTANCE OF TAJWEED

So he regarded it as an obligation and he regarded leaving it
as a sin. And the majority of scholars agree that applying the
Tajweed rules of Quran are an individual obligation upon
every Muslim who has memorized or read part of or all of the
Quran.
if any person will vecite the Holy Quran without the Rules of
Tajweed it is likely sometimes that the meaning can change.
Example
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We must pronounce its letters correctly, this implies that one -
needs to pay attention to correct pronunciation both of the
various letters as well as words, length and pause etc.
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17 different articulation points pronounce the 28 original
letters an the Madd letters.
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Maddah letters are the vowels of the Arbabic language.

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The letter /? is produced by touching the side of
the Tongue with the upper five Molar.
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Letter Zaad is one of the most difficult letter to

pronounce.

This letter can be articulated from one side(right of
left) of the tongue alone, or from both sides of the
tongue simultaneously.

The Zaad should not be compared to a D, as they are
very different in articulation points and in sound.

The tip of the tongue is not used in a correct Zaad, so

it does not sound like a D.
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Tongue is divided into 5 different areas:
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This letter is articulated from the anterior one third
of the sides of the tongue until the sides end at the tip,
and what lies opposite to them of the gums of the
front incisors, lateral incisors, canines, and the
premolars.

Itis to be noted that it is a fine line of the sides of the
tongue that meets up with the gums, and it does not
include the top of the tongue.
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This letter is emitted from the side of the tongue
touching the gums of the Central incisor, Lateral
incisor and(Cuspid) Canine.

The mistakes with this letter tend to be few. The most
common mistake is that of using too large an area of
the tongue and including the top of the tongue,

instead of just the tip.
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The articulation point is from the tip of the fongue
with the top of the tip, close to the articulation point
of the Noon, and what lies opposite to it of the gums
of the two top front incisors. We can see then, that the
Raa and Noon share the same articulation point
with the exception that the Raa uses the top of the tip
of the tongue with the tip, whereas the Noon only
uses the tip.
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The makhraj of “Taa, Daal, Taa” is the front tip of _
the tongue touching the gumline of the top front two
teeth.
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The makhraj of “Zuaa, Zaal, Saa” is pronounced - ;:

Jfrom the front tip of the fongue touching the tip of the - >
top front two teeth. G
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The makhraj of “Saad, Zaa, Seen” is with the front
tip of the tongue touching the back of the bottom
front two teeth. It is important to note that when
pronouncing the letters of “Saad, Zaa, Seen” there
is a slight gap between the tip of the tongue and the
teeth and not a hard/strong meeting of the two.
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The articulation point of the “Faa’ is between the
inside of the lower lip and the tips (or edges) of the
two top front incisors.

There are three letters that are articulated from the two
lips, but they do not all three share the same mechanism
in articulation,

1. The un-lengthened “wow " is articulated by forming a
circle of the two lips without the two lips meeting
completely.

2. The “Meem” is articulated by closing the two lips
together.

3. The letter “Baa” is articulated by closing the two lips
tagetker but a stronger closing than the Meem.
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It is the hole in the nose that continues back
towards inside the mouth. This is the place where
the Ghunna from. It is a nasal sound coming from :
the nasopharynx without any influence from the
tongue. If you hold your nose closed you will not
be able to produce this sound, therefore the
sound of the Ghunna comes from the
nasopharynx, but the letters themselves that have
this associated sound with them are not
articulated from the nose.
These letters have their own articulation point,
but the ghunnah accompanying the letters comes
fmm the nose. The ghunnah is a characteristic,
not a letter. The ghunnah is a characteristic of -
Noon and Meem that is especially prevalent
when they have a shaddah on them. It is also very
noticeable on "Noon tanveen" when there is an
"ikhfa or iglab" and on the meem when there is

Technically means the discontinuation of the braeath
when pronouncing the letter due to strength in its origin,
causing it to rely greatly on its makhraj

The rest of the letters have this quality.

Literally means strength

Technically means the discontinuation of the sound while
pronouncing the letter causing it to rely greatly on its
makhraj.

The following letters have this quality: 255k i

Rakhwah

Literally means softness

Technically means the continuation of the sound while
pronouncing the letter causing weakness in its reliance on
its makhraj.

All letters other than the letters of shiddah and Tawassut
have this quality.

At-Tawassut

Literally means moderation

Technically it means between strength and softness so that
the sound is partially continued and partially discontinued
when pronouncing the letter.

It is not a separate quality on both shiddah and rakhawah.

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Al-wagqf(the stop)

When the people of any language speak, there are
some places where they pause and some places where they
do not break their words, depending on the meaning they
wish to convey. The style of the Qur'aan is such that there are
also places where one should either pause or continue
reading.

The Arabic word (wagf) literally means “stop.” In terms of
recitation of the Qur'aan it refers to the breaking of the voice
for a period while the reciter stops to take a breath with the
intention of continuing the recitation. In order to prevent
mistakes in recitation, various abbreviated signs are
provided in the Qur'aan for those who are not familiar with
the Qur'aanic sciences and the Arabic language. It is
necessary to follow all these signs as strictly as possible in
order to prevent mistakes in recitation. The signs, listed and
explained below, appear in the Qur'aan slightly smaller and
higher than the rest of the text. See the reverse side for a
sample page from the Qur'aan.

You should also know that where i suppose to stop, if the last
letter of the verse has one Zabar, Zair or Paish or double of
these harkats, then you read this letter Saakin.
