8. PREPARING THE HEXAGON BREAKER

Pull spring away from brush and secure behind
brass tab, Fig.14. This will stop the spring from
dropping down through the brush holder.

Once brush has been replaced or inspected,
Fig.15, return spring to original position, pushing
brush into holder, Fig.16.

Reassembly is a reversal of the disassembly
instructions.
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10. MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING

10.1 MAINTENANCE

Regular inspection and cleaning reduces the necessity for maintenance operations and will keep
your tool in good working condition.
The motor must be correctly ventilated during tool operation. Avoid blocking the air inlets and
vacuum the ventilation slots regularly.
