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The Report  

Edukey Uganda is a local non-profit organization established to promote the rights of vulnerable 

people in the community. The work of the organization is based on the program areas including: - 

1. Education and sponsorship 
2. Skills, Life skills and Talent development  
3. Community Economic Empowerment: 
4.  Volunteer and Internship 

Education and sponsorship 

One of the major and core programs of Edukey Uganda is the promotion of the right to education 

especially for the vulnerable ones in the community. Through the education and sponsorship 

program, the organization supports the vulnerable children with scholastic materials for them to 

attend and keep in school. The organization with funds from Muganda Peter supported 67 children 

in Gangu – Wakiso district.

Edukey Community School 

Edukey community school in Mukono educates children from the community in and around 

Mangaliba in Mukono. The school has a total number of 86 pupils from baby class to primary three. 

The pupils are supported with tuition, school requirements and feeding to all the pupils. This year 

15 pupils graduated from top class to primary one. The school has qualified and well trained 

teachers who have done great work of teaching the pupils. There is a good working relationship 

with the community and the education fraternity around and the local government.

Achievements 

1.  All the pupils enrolled completed  

2. The school registered no drop outs 

3. There was an increase in the number of pupil’s enrolled 

4. There was improvement in the performance of pupils in class due to trained teachers 

5. Completion of the curriculum  

Challenges 

Just like other institutions, companies and organizations, Edukey community school faced a number 

of challenges including: - 

a. Few teachers to handle all the classes efficiently  

b. Sickness of the children due to outbreak of the pandemics 

c. Lack of enough class rooms to accommodate the pupils especially the Nursery class  

d. Lack of teaching aids 

e. Lack of a sick bay 

f. Transport for children who come from distant places 
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Skills development: 

Music dance and drama  

Edukey uses Music dance and drama as a skill among the young people to learn and use it to further 

their studies as well a future arrangement for employment. It is also a tool for sensitization and 

education on issues affecting the community. Music is a source of happiness and unity among 

people of different walks of life and background. Edukey is working with young people in the 

community but different in religion, tribes and education background. A total number of 36 young 

people been trained in music, dance and drama.

Computer Literacy training 

Computer literacy training is part of the skills development program that the organization promotes. 

Edukey trains the young people in computer literacy to make them computer literate and march 

with the modern world. Of late computer literacy has become compulsory in schools for young 

people to learn how to apply in their day to day lives. By the end of the year a total of 60 young 

people have been trained in computer literacy.

Tailoring  

The organization is empowering the community members in particular the mothers with tailoring 

skills. The objective is to help those who have not acquired any hands on skills to become self-

reliant and support their families.

Hair dressing 

Community members who did not have an opportunity to get hands on skills are being empowered 

with such skills that can help them to become self-employed and earn something for their living. 

Hair dressing training is conducted at Edukey centre among women and girls who dropped out of 

school. This skill is helping many women to earn a living and support their families with essential 

domestic needs. The year ending a total number of 48 community members have benefited in the 

skills training.

Economic empowerment 

As a way of empowering the women to be self-reliant, a savings and credit loan scheme was 

introduced where women in the community save and borrow to boast their small business. The 

organizations loan scheme supports the community members with soft loans at a low and 

affordable interest rate as compared to other lending institutions. This is a revolving loan and during 

the year 35 members benefited in this scheme. The challenges being encountered in this scheme is 

the little money invested in it and the rate at which the members pay back their loans. The economy 

which has gone down also has affected the loan project in that the rate at which business is going is 

low hence the returns. 
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Volunteer and Internship  

Edukey is in partnership with Emporia State University where the University is in agreement of 

bringing students every year to share their knowledge and skills with the Edukey members. The year 

ending 2022, four students did participate in the volunteer program. These were all ladies with 

education training background. They exhibited their education training to a number of young 

people in the community where Edukey operates.  

a. Gangu – Wakiso district. Here the students had an interaction with the children of Future 
Pride Nursery and primary school. The students did teach in class and played with the 
children out side. Being their first time teaching in Africa, they did experience a number 
challenges including the language, culture, curriculum and environment of learning.

b.  Edukey community school – Mukono. The students also took part in teaching and playing 

with children at the Edukey community school in Mukono. Pupils at the school were taught 

by the students during the time of their stay. They also had games, plays and songs with the 

children. Much as they had a challenge of speaking very first they managed to deliver their 

lessons, games, plays and songs.

Internship 

This year ending 2022 the organization received an intern student from Van Hall Larenstein 
University -Netherlands. Kjel is the student who was at Edukey for his internship for a period of 
three months. He was supported and supervised by the staffs of Edukey. This is the second time 
the organization hosted an intern student from Van Hall Larenstein University- Netherlands.  The 
student visited a number of places in the country to get the facts about the country including slum 
areas, rural places, National parks, tourist sites, urban and the places where Edukey operates. He 
completed his internship and wrote the report about his findings.

Emporia 
state University is in partnership with Edukey and every year the University send willing and 
interested student to the organization sharing, explore and learn the African culture. 
 

b. Friends from the Netherlands these were Mr. Foss and Mrs. Lucy Foss. These were parents of 
the students (Kjel) who was on internship at Edukey organization. They visited the 
organization areas of operation including Gangu and Edukey community school in 
Mangaliba Mukono. 
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School project 

One of the major achievements of Edukey Uganda is the three-acre land acquired for Edukey 
community school project in Mukono. Given the over whelming and increasing number of children 
in the school with few classes, the founder and chairperson of Edukey was challenged to look for 
funds to procure land for a school project and construct permanent classes. A three-acre land for 
Edukey community school was procured and now looking for funds to construct a school. Upon 
this background management would like to appeal to people of good heart to support Edukey with 
funds to construct a school to accommodate the increasing number of vulnerable children who 
need to acquire knowledge so as to become knowledgeable, developmental and self-reliant citizens.
