However, both fallacies have been proved gveard consequently discarded by a large
body of studies which provide alternative interptieins that challenge the assumptions of the
traditional-modern polarisation. In the dynamic anullti-dimensional reality that we
experience daily, tradition and modernity are iat fanutually reinforcing, rather than being
mutually exclusive systems. It is these two aspecmlogue-driven continuity in

The implementation of visionary
ideas calls for critically discussing ideas andaaptualizations which take into account the
continuously changing nature of societies and comti@s, and which aim at explicating the
interdependence between individuals’ interacticacpces and the discursive construction of
identities, on the one hand, and their accesslitpdticipation in society, on the other.
