Romans 10: 8-15 

 8But what does it say? ‘The word is near you; it is in your mouth and in 
your heart,’ that is, the message concerning faith that we proclaim: 9if you 
declare with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,’ and believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10For it is with your heart that 
you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you profess 
your faith and are saved. 11As Scripture says, ‘Anyone who believes in him 
will never be put to shame.’ 12For there is no difference between Jew and 
Gentile – the same Lord is Lord of all and richly blesses all who call on 
him, 13for, ‘Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.’ 

14How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how 
can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard? And how can 
they hear without someone preaching to them? 15And how can anyone 
preach unless they are sent? As it is written: ‘How beautiful are the feet of 
those who bring good news!’

3 I thank God, whom I serve, as my ancestors did, with a clear 

conscience, as night and day I constantly remember you in my 
prayers. 4 Recalling your tears, I long to see you, so that I may be filled with 

joy. 5 I am reminded of your sincere faith, which first lived in your 
grandmother Lois and in your mother Eunice and, I am persuaded, now 

lives in you also. 

Appeal for Loyalty to Paul and the Gospel 
6 For this reason I remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in 

you through the laying on of my hands.  



7 For the Spirit God gave us does not make us timid, but gives us 
power, love and self-discipline. 8 So do not be ashamed of the testimony 

about our Lord or of me his prisoner. Rather, join with me in suffering for 
the gospel, by the power of God. 9 He has saved us and called us to a holy 

life—not because of anything we have done but because of his own 
purpose and grace. This grace was given us in Christ Jesus before the 

beginning of time, 10 but it has now been revealed through the appearing 
of our Savior, Christ Jesus, who has destroyed death and has brought life 

and immortality to light through the gospel. 11 And of this gospel I was 
appointed a herald and an apostle and a teacher. 12 That is why I am 

suffering as I am. Yet this is no cause for shame, because I know whom I 
have believed, and am convinced that he is able to guard what I have 

entrusted to him until that day. 
13 What you heard from me, keep as the pattern of sound teaching, with 

faith and love in Christ Jesus. 14 Guard the good deposit that was entrusted 
to you—guard it with the help of the Holy Spirit who lives in us.
