
 

Summary of Main Points 

1) The teaching plan up to Easter will be based on the books of Acts. We plan to look at a number of events 

that took place as God planted His church. The idea is to look at these in the light of Dawlish Christian 

Fellowship being replanted as Hope Church in Hope Centre. 

2) Jesus prepared His disciples for the work that was to come. He gently dealt with a number of issues in a way 

that it helped them to grow and mature.

listen as He speaks.
