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Advancing Cultural Studies in Sweden:  
An Infrastructural Initiative  
Beginning at Stockholm University in the mid 1990s, moving 2000 to the National Institute 
for Working Life in Norrköping and ending at the Department for Studies of Social Change 
and Culture (ISAK), a concerted effort was made to install a new national centre for 
interdisciplinary and transnational networking in the field of cultural studies. This work was 
supported by the Bank of Sweden Tercentenary Foundation (Riksbankens Jubileumsfond) and 
the Swedish Research Council (Vetenskapsrådet). Two reports were published:
