To attend the summer session you register via forms on the web. The registration form will open
April 1st. After you have registered, an invoice in PDF format will be sent to your email address.
Registration is open from 1st of April to 12th of June. If you apply before 30th of April, a 5
percent discount of the full price is made (except for children and those which receive student
reduction).

All participants in the study circles during the summer session receive economical contributions
for covering travel expenses. Have a look at: http://nsuweb.net/url/?id=11. Children under 15
years of age, stays and eats for a reduced price during the whole week.

New this year is early applications give a 5 percent discount on the adult rate. This discount
does not apply to children and students. Discounts will be valid if you apply during the period 1st
of April - 30th of April.

Prices for the summer session includes board and lodging and vary from 3,600 SEK for a bed in
a twin room, up to 5,600 SEK for a single-bed room. NSU offers 12 discount seats for students
with a price of 1,500 SEK for a place in a tripple room. The offered student reductions imply the
expected help in return, by working two or three hours only at one time during the week. The
application for student reduction is done at the same time as the registration for participation at
the summer session. The program is open for the maximum of two participants from each
Nordic country. Ph.D. students are not eligible for student reduction.
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As previous summer sessions, there will be a children’s circle for children between 3 and 15
years. In the circle, we offer a variety of activities for children and youth, while the parents
participate in the work of the study circles. Leaders of the children’s circle come from different
Nordic countries, so there will at least be one speaking the child’s native tongue. If you are
interested in working as one of the leaders of the children’s circle for the summer session 2011,
you are welcome to send your application to karolinl@hotmail.com before 30th of April, 2011.
