ROSETTES 1st -8th Individual  and 1st– 3rd 
Teams of 3 or 4 members (with best 3 to count) with CHAMPION SASHES. If entering as part of a team you will automatically be entered as an individual 
COMPETITORS MAY ENTER A MAXIMUM OF 3 CLASSES EACH DAY BUT THESE MUST BE IN ONLY 2 CONSECUTIVE LEVELS. EG 1 X INTRO AND UPTO 2 X PRELIMS (NOT INTRO PRELIM AND ELEMENTARY) OR 80 AND 90 NOT 70 80 AND 90. (ON SATURDAY YOU MAY ALSO ENTER THE STYLE JUMPING WITH ANY COMBINATION OF HEIGHTS)
All persons attend the event at their own risk. Purbeck and District Riding Club nor the landowner or his employees accept no liability for damage, injury or loss to horses, riders, spectators or personal property whilst on the show ground. 
BIB numbers MUST be worn for SJ - Bridle numbers may be worn for Dressage only. Objections must be made within 10 minutes of posting the results, accompanied by a fee of £10, which will be re-funded if the objection is upheld. 
1. The competition will be run according to BRC rules 2025
2. Passport copies must be held on the Area 17 database – no need to send again with entries. 
3. Flu vaccination record must comply with the 2025 BRC policy – currently annual vaccinations. 
4. Any protest against a decision of the judges should be made in accordance with BRC handbook. 
5. Protective headwear for ALL classes must comply with BRC rules 2025. All competitors in the qualifying classes must ensure their hat is PINK tagged by the Official Steward.
6. Under BRC rules, any rider who has a fall from their horse anywhere on the showground CANNOT participate further in the competition that day until they have been cleared to do so by the onsite Paramedic. This includes falls in the warm up arena or lorry park. Any breach of this rule will be reported to the Official Steward. Team managers are responsible for making sure all riders understand and accept this rule. 
7. BIB numbers for SJ - Saddle or bridle numbers can be used for Dressage only and must be displayed on BOTH sides 
8. Dogs must be kept on a short lead at all times and not left unattended.
 9. The organiser of this event has taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents and shall obey the instructions of the organiser and all officials and stewards.
