Wheelchair Rugby League COVID-19 Officer Role Profile 

Introduction
As athletes and management teams return to training venues, the number one priority as always is the health and safety of our people. Scotland Rugby League (SRL) are working closely with sportscotland and facility staff to ensure that they are fully prepared to invite athletes and management teams back to DAAC. In line with return to training responsibilities, each team must identify a COVID-19 Officer(s) to ensure that when athletes attend training, from arriving at the venue to departure, all protocols and safety measures are adhered to throughout. In doing this, we can invite our athletes and management teams to a safe training environment and in line with Scottish Government (SG) Guidelines. 

Wheelchair Rugby League COVID-19 Officer Purpose
The role of the Wheelchair Rugby League COVID-19 officer is to be responsible for oversight of the COVID-19 risk assessments, ensuring the necessary level of risk mitigations are in place and that the sport and any partners or hosts can adhere to their guidance responsibilities within the local context of the environment involved.  

Responsibilities
· Training
· Keep up to date with the facilities hygiene protocols 
· Ensure you are familiar with all updated documentation from the Scottish Government (SG), Scotland Rugby League and sportscotland.
· Manage the Record management process for all training sessions via the SRL Google forms
· Communication
· Communicate regularly with the Scotland Rugby League COVID-19 Medical Officer (Dr Andrew Hogg) to ensure all medical info/updates are disseminated
· Ensure all participants are aware of their own responsibilities as detailed in the Athlete guidelines and are informed of any updates in a timely manner including hygiene protocols and cleanliness of their own equipment
· Ensure guidance on travelling to and from training is shared with the athletes and management staff, as well as circulating any updates 
· Ensure all athletes have been given appropriate medical clearance to return to training and are following the daily checks protocols. 
· Ensure participants understand their responsibilities

· Venue
· Undertake risk assessments of facilities and areas being used at every session 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Carry out screening for COVID-19 symptoms before each entry to the training environment including temperature checks. If not possible for any reason, ensure another member of staff (Chris Quinn) is properly trained in correct procedure for testing.
· Facilitate and oversee the Athlete Self-Monitor Process ensuring all participants self-monitor for any additional symptoms which present as a result of or during training sessions and report these to the COVID-19 Medical Officer/facility COVID-19 Officer
· Ensure all those who are required to wear Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) do so for the full duration of being within the training environment
· Keep an accurate training log including names, and one form of contact information (telephone or email) to ensure Test & Protect can be actioned quickly when needed
· Ensure all attendees are aware of the venue entry and exit protocol (which entrance/exit to use, time of arrival, meeting point etc)
· Ensure equipment is cleaned thoroughly before and after every training session as per Appendix 15 – Equipment Sharing and Mitigation
· Ensure Hygiene Protocols are adhered to throughout the session
· Send out any updates to protocols around training, prioritisation of access to venues and any necessary risk mitigation steps to athletes and their home support network (e.g. parents) at least 3 days before a training session
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
