Decided to give presentation of main issues of housing including affordable housing for Gypsies on developments, cost of illegal encampments, need for joined up approach to housing including transit sites and permanent sites, stopping  sale of sites to private owners, widespread fear, right to buy on sites, problem of moving between pitches and council houses, equality with non Gypsy housing, issues of homelessness eg school runs, people doubled up on pitches. To be filmed and made into video. Would like David Munro to invite representatives from all Districts and Boroughs. Action Mark
