The launch of the second phase of NFG proje in Tajikistan:
Informing the local partners, structuring partnership and identifying purposful actions to implement !

The Norwegian Forestry Group (NFG) has been implementing projects related to environment and forestry in Central-Asia since 2004. This
process will continue by increasing and strengthening the activities in Tajikistan, notably through the launch of the second phase of the
project “Rural Development by means of Vocational Training in Tajikistan”, funded by the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The first
phase of the project (2008) was devoted to the assessment of the current situation with regards to education and training in the forestry and
environmental sectors in Tajikistan and identification of themes and courses that would provide the local population with the required
practices and knowledge that meets their needs. This 1% phase was concluded with the elaboration of a “Teaching/Training Plan” and
development of a framework for a countrywide “model for vocational training”. The 2" phase of the project launched in February 2012
started by organizing several meetings with key partners acting in the forestry and the environmental sector in Tajikistan (Representatives of
State institutions at national, regional and local levels; local NGOs; international organizations; etc.). The aim was to encourage and promote
partnership and collaboration, and also to ensure an agreement on actions to be
implemented, in accordance with the project’s objectives and local requirements.
Furthermore, NFG organized a workshop to inform the local
Partners/Stakeholders and to elaborate on a constructive link between the results of
the first phase of the project (2008) and the activities expected to be implemented
during the second phase of the project (2012-2014). Many participants representing
different organizations took part. Among the results of this working session was a
consensus between all the participants to use the outcomes and the methodological
scheme defined during the first phase of the project as a basis to develop and
implement new activities. It was also agreed that the working process should be
based on a participatory approach, involving the various stakeholders concerned
with forest and land use activities in Tajikistan. To conclude, the participants
predefined several possible pilot zones where the project’s activities could be
implemented.

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Inception period of the 2nd phase of NFG project:

The main objectives !

The main purpose of the inception period of the project’s 2" phase is to update the information set up between NFG and the key
partners and stakeholders, through discussing the sequence of the procedures necessary to launch, in an effective manner, the
project’s activities. This included:

e The definition of what might be the figure of the partnership (regarding organizational and technical aspects), and
consequently get a review on credible partners and stakeholders that could take part in the project.

e The illustration of the objectives and the range of the projected activities;

e Identification of pilot areas that could really characterize the overall problematic facing the forest and land use sector
in the country, where purposeful actions could be implemented;

e  Prioritization of purposeful activities to start with, in accordance with the project objectives and local requirements.

In this respect, NFG began the inception phase by providing the local partners and stakeholders with basic information and data,
illustrating the main objectives of the project and the activities to be undertaken. The achieved results during the 1% phase of the
project (2008) were described and clarified to the interlocutors. The logical sequence in presenting all these information has not
only allowed to give an obvious overview concerning what was done and what is planned to do in the next period, but also attract
the participants to react on concrete and substantial issues (organizational and technical) that assisted to elaborate a constructive
link between the 1* phase and the 2" phase of the project, i.e.:

Implement a countrywide vocational training program with focus on forest and environmental management in Tajikistan.
The training will be based on short courses, run by authorized trainers/instructors, taking into consideration best practices
and knowledge that meet the real needs and demands of the local population, farmers, forest workers, entrepreneurs

and/or forest/environmental officers. —

Consensus on strategy to follow,
partnership to build up
and technical issues to consider !

PARTNERSHIP
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it was agreed to apply a multi-actor and participatory approach, involving at the same time the State
organizations (such as the State institution on Forestry and Hunting and its regional and local
structures), local administrations, and other active organizations (NGOs, local and international
organizations, privates...) acting in the field of forestry and land use in Tajikistan. This of course will
depend on the context where the project’s activities will be implemented and also on the variety
and the type of the actions themselves.

There was a consensus between all the interlocutors to use as a basis, the methodological scheme
developed during the 1st phase of the project (2008), and representing a framework for a
countrywide “model for vocational training”, linking the different levels (national, regional and local)
and illustrating the approach and the tasks to be implemented at each level.

It was agreed to use the defined thematic and courses during the 1 phase of the project (2008) as
a basis to develop and implement different activities in different pilot zones, considering of course
the specificity of each region in the country, the local demands and requirements.

Predefinition of eight (8) possible pilot zones where the project’s activities could be implemented,
i.e.: (1) Romit valley (pilot area during the 1% phase of the project); (2) GBAO region; (3)
Shakhristan region; (4) the Reserve of Tigrovaya Balka; (5) Kabadian region; (6) Tavildara region,
(7) Muminabad region; (8) Shurabad area.

n order to successfully supervise and pursue the evolution of the working process, the NFG project
implementation strategy for 2012 is to limit the expansion of activities into several different regions,
and limit its actions in 1-2 pilot zones, starting with Romit valley, and then, gradually, extend the
activities to other regions. This way of acting will certainly allow to different partners involved in the
project to adapt the project’s objectives to the real local requirements, acquire more practical skills
on how to propose, manage, supervise and implement the activities, observe and perceive the
evolution of the working process with it’s advantages and inconveniences, try to adjust the varieties
of the situations and issues to the concerned regions.

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with knowledge and practices concerning plantation's activities

In order to share knowledge and practices about how to achieve “Sustainable Planting Activities”, capable to promote the livelihood of the local
people and communities in Gorno-Badakhshan region (GBAO) and improve their environment; NFG organized a workshop in Dushanbe
(November 2011). More than 12 specialists and professionals concerned and interested by this subject (notably from GBAO) took partin this
working session. The aim of this initiative is to identify and list the most important
(demanded) species in GBAO region, both indigenous and introduced (forest tree
species; fruit tree species and bushes). First, the participants assembled and
systemized the existing information; then, they defined various criteria of selection,
considering socioeconomic interest, ecologic value and even traditional aspects of
each district in the region. As a result, the participants agreed on a “List” of more than
20 species, representing 3 main categories (forest, fruit trees and bushes). The choice
of these species was argued notably because of their multipurpose uses and the large
demand in the local and neighboring market (Afghanistan). The most valuable and
practical information regarding the identified species would be structured, described
and edited as a “Field Book”, reproducing practical guidelines, which would provide
and assist the local people, the communities and other interested people in selecting,
implementing and improving their planting activities. The contents of the document
will be formulated in accessible and common used terminology, in Russian, with use of
purposeful terms and expressions from local language(s). At present, a working group
composed from 3 specialists from Khorog (GBAO), supervised by NFG
representatives, is working on final redaction and adjustments. The edition of the field The members of the Working Group
book is expected during the current year.
