Born May 14, 1938 on Fyn near Odense, Denmark. Studied theology at the University of Copenhagen receiving his Master of Divinity degree in 1966. Married to nurse Bodil Løvgreen Nielsen March 16, 1966 in Lindevang Church, Copenhagen. Born May 4, 1943. 
They have two children: Stina Løvgreen Møllenbach born Nielsen in 1969 and Leif Løvgreen Nielsen born in 1972. Both married. Since 2000-2013: Five grandchildren.
Reverend, parish pastor in the Church of Denmark in Toreby, Lolland from 1966-2008.
May 29, 1967 after his memorial service in Toreby church for President John F. Kennedy at his 50anniversary, he founded the Kennedy Society of Denmark with the purpose of: “Keeping alive John F. (since extended also to Robert F. Kennedy’s philosophy of life so that their good worlds can be translated into good deeds.” 
He did receive thankful letters from Robert, Jacqueline, Eunice, Edward, Kathleen Kennedy Townsend and Joseph P. Kennedy II - and also from Chancellor Willy Brandt, President Jimmy Carter, President Bill Clinton, Liv Ullmann and many others about his work. 
In May 29,1977 he drafted the international “The Profiles in Courage Award” presented each year since 1980. The list of the winners can be seen at: www.kennedysociety.dk 
In Denmark he has welcomed Joan and Edward M. Kennedy and Jean Kennedy and Steven Smith. And in 2013 Mrs. Kathleen Kennedy Townsend was awarded in Munich, Germany.
In his sermon February 25, 1968 he preached: “God sees every one of us as his children and as brothers and sisters all together. Jesus Christ initiated the Revolution of Love and called us all to join His revolution of Love.”
The year after, 1969, he published his book - in Danish: “Kærlighedens revolution,” -“Revolution of Love” with the motto: “People, of All The World, Unite!” He is author of eleven books: About Soren Kierkegaard, John F. Kennedy and Kaj Munk and other issues. He is also author to writings about the churches in Toreby, Jungshoved and Allerslev in Denmark. He has written several articles in Danish newspapers – up to date.
His: ”Kennedy’s Philosophy of Life Revolution of Love and Visions of Peace.”1981 in N.Y. 
In 1983 he was member of the Danish delegation to the United Nations General Assembly in New York representing the Christian People’s Party. Prayed Invocation on October 20. 1943 in memory of the rescued Jews from Denmark to Sweden in 1943. In 1995 he is author to the sentence - from Jesus in John 15, 26 - “The little Creed.” March 25,1997 he send his:

 “Open letter to the Bishop of Rome to bring the use of filioque to an end.”
Since he retired as a parish pastor May1, 2008 he still has been an author, lecturer and chairman of the Kennedy Society. In 2014 he published the book: Kaj Munk: Jeg beder virkelig meget undskylde. At the University Verlag, Aalborg, Denmark. I 2022 he edited some of his memories in his book: “Human being in all the world, unite.” In 2023 he edited his book: Queen Margrethe II and the royal family. My Memories with the royal house.”
He has been co-writer to four books. Three on Kaj Munk and one on “Freedom of the Press.”
