Biodiversity 

Biodiversity – the diversity of all flora and fauna, plays 
a critical role in battling deceases, climate change and 
natural disasters. 

However, biodiversity has been declining at an alarming 
rate. Two-thirds of the world’s wildlife population has 
been lost within the past 50 years primarily due to human 
exploitation of land, and natural resources, pollution, and 
climate change. 

This decline will affect us in many ways. We need healthy 
ecosystems and high biodiversity to sustain clean air, fresh 
water, rich soil and the pollination of crops.
