	COUNCILLOR REPORTS & UPDATE
Playground Update – The old equipment has now been taken down and the drainage works has been done.  Thank you to Mr Richard Dinsdale for doing this work on behalf of the Pc.  Possibly need to look into providing some better fencing around the new equipment once this is installed.
Review of Horse Fair – The concrete sleepers did not get put down on the riverside layby not sure who is responsible for this ?
The police decided not to have nightly meetings in the village instead they had 1 big meeting in Appleby on an evening.

The clerk has received several e-mails from residents requesting a parish referendum regarding the fair.  The timescale given is very unreasonable and they are asking for the PC to organise this need to find out more information.  The clerk will discuss this further with CALC.
Millenium maze tidy – The tidy up was very successful.  The willow maze is very over grown and needs more specialist attention.  The chairman has suggested that maybe this could be replaced with something else rather than spend a lot of money on a specialist to cut it back and re-weave it.
Grasscutting Storage – Mr Geoff Wilkinson has kindly offered the use of his barn to store the lawn mowers.  The PC will need to purchase a heavy duty padlock to secure the barn.

Parish Benches -  A resident has volunteered to sand down and re-paint the parish benches.  A resident has also asked for a new bench along the river side.  Council McDowell will ask the landowner first for permission before finding out any costs.

Chamley Arms update – Some work has been done to tidy up the outside.

Parish Land – This request was originally started in 2007 ! Alex Birtles has sent some information to the chairman to highlight the areas on a map which are PC land and he will then re-submit this information as some areas on the map are not down as PC land.
